1. Andrew happened to show up to check on something downstairs and Peggy and Kathy talked to him and he would make sure to address for future.

2. FALL DONATIONS – went out each of the organizations listed.

3. CRAFT NIGHT – very small turn out.  Peggy may do craft ahead of time and check on setting it in back of the church for people to view before the meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. BREAKFAST – The breakfast is scheduled for February 10th, 2008.  
· Fran Cook from St. Vincent’s Catholic Charities will be our guest speaker.
· Peggy is working on member recruitment and will get a current ‘dues’ list from Mary since we seem to be having a couple of questions on membership.  Also, Peggy seemed to think some of the circles could be reworked, so Kathy and Peggy will take a list and review it to see if any changes need to be made.
· Kathy spoke with her brother Chris Schmitz from the K of C who helps with the breakfast and arranges the workers.  She will touch base with him regarding any outstanding issues if anything comes up.

· We are out of medals and booklets that are given to new members.  30 of each will be ordered and extra will be kept for future years.  Instead of ordering ‘Mother Love’ books or other booklets to have on hand for sale, we will inquire at the breakfast if anyone is interested in purchasing and we will place an order.  We will also be bringing over items from the storage closet to have on sale for members.
· We had many muffins left over last year, so we decided to scale back to 8 dozen, asking each of the officers to bring two dozen of their liking.

· Kathy to contact Agnes and ask for 5 workers for prep work on Saturday morning before the breakfast.

2. PARISH WEBSITE – Kathy sent an email to the ‘webmaster’ to see if it was possible to get CM information out of the website for members to view.  She hasn’t gotten a response, but will send a follow-up request.
3. SUBCOMMITEES – Kathy has had one member call to offer help in addition to Jenny Boak’s offer last meeting.  She will speak to the issue at the breakfast hoping to get people to come forward and also will officer’s positions.
4. FISH FRIES – will be held February 8th and the 22nd.  Kathy to contact McDonalds in St. Johns regarding the orange drink and cups that they donate each year.  The drink is to be picked up the Thursday before and returned shortly after the 2nd fry.  The dining room supervision was also discussed.  It will be broken up into 2 shifts for each fry, with an officer each taking one shift.
5. SPRING FLOWER SALE – Patty Feldpausch chaired this event last year with the help of Denise Young.  Kathy contacted Patty who agreed to do the sale again this year.  Patty said most of the work comes in tallying the order and may request additional help when that time comes.
6. TOUR OF HOPE – Chris Conner contacted Kathy asking for a representative from the Christian Mothers to join a group of parishioners from MHT to tour St. Vincent’s Home on Saturday January 26th.  We have given St. Vincent’s financial support in the past and they would like to show their appreciation by showing how their funds are used.  Kathy will be attending.  
7. HOSPITALITY COMMITTEE – Father Dennis would like to have greeters at the entrances of the church for the ‘major’ holidays.  Beth Thelen contacted Kathy and asked if the Christian Mothers would be responsible for Easter.  We would need 4 members for each of the masses.  Kathy will ask for volunteers at breakfast.
