The meeting was opened with prayer at 6:30 p.m.
The Secretary’s report was read and approved as submitted.  The Treasurer’s report was given.  The savings balance is $1659.02 and the checking balance is $1642.43.

2. Discussion took place regarding subcommittees.  We have volunteers to chair the following events for 2008/2009:

We are still looking for volunteers to help with the Spring Flower Sale and Graduation.

3. Discussion took place regarding the Spring Flower Sale.  Patti Feldpausch reported that the flower sale went well.  Flowers were delivered on Mother’s Day weekend and the profit was approximately $590.00.  A huge thanks to Patti for chairing this event!

4. Brief discussion took place regarding Christian Mother sponsored presentations. Kathy Jo attempted to contact Ron Tatro with Elder Fraud and Elder Fraud directory.  She didn’t receive a response, but it might be worth checking into again.
5. Kathy Jo notified the committee that the Rectory will no longer be keeping the Christian Mothers Master Member List.  Kathy Jo will work with the office regarding parishioners’ status and she will keep a master list of the members.  She will be using this list for the newsletter that will be going out soon.

6. The Christian Mothers held their first Holy Hour on Sunday, April 20th with approximately 30 people in attendance.  Holy Hour began at 2:00 p.m. and ended at 3:00 p.m. with the Chaplet.  The next Holy Hour will take place Sunday, May 18th.

7. Discussion took place regarding a Mother/Son Potluck Picnic at Fink Field on Sunday, August 10th at 4:00 p.m.  The Christian Mothers will furnish the hot dogs, buns, drinks and paper products.  Suggested games include a scavenger hunt, kickball, water balloon toss and a guessing game (gumballs in a jar).  Cost will be free but donations will be accepted.  Peggy will contact the Village about using Fink Field.  Peggy will also put a notice in the bulletin.  

8. A brief discussion took place regarding mother/young child play groups for mothers of toddlers and preschoolers.  No action taken.  If anyone is interested in pursuing this, please contact an Officer.  

9. The Christian Mothers have their own website!  The agendas and meeting minutes are posted and check lists and Circles will be posted next.  We are still working on Officer History.  Kathy Jo is working on getting an email address for the Christian Mothers as well.
10. The Graduation Reception will be held on Sunday, May 18th.  Kathy Jo has everything ready to go.  It was decided that we will obtain a list of graduates ahead of time and draw names beforehand to cut down on the confusion of signing up for the $100 and the flowers.  Several names will be drawn as a back up just in case the person did not attend the graduation mass.
11. A rough draft of the Newsletter will be emailed to the Officers and their input is required.  The newsletter should go out in early June.  The Treasurer estimates that we currently have $1,000 outstanding dues.

12. It  was decided that we would make the following donations:

We will ask all Christian Mothers to participate and pass out candy.  The Country Store is all set for this year and Karen Bengel is willing to chair in 2009.  Thank you, Karen!
14. The Mother’s Day Carnation Sale was a huge success!  We received good comments and people would like to see it done again next year.  Sixteen dozen carnations were purchased and sold for $1.00 each.  Total profit was $91.41.

15. Discussion took place regarding a Mother’s Tea or Ice Cream Social to take place in honor of the Christian Mothers sometime in May.  It was decided that May is a busy time and perhaps we can move this to a different date.  No action taken.

16. Peggy Snyder brought up discussion regarding a Christian Mother’s Christmas Party to take place after Christmas, perhaps in January or February.  Suggestions were given to play bingo, bring appetizers and have door prizes.  This idea will be discussed in more detail at the next meeting.
